Tree decline may develop quickly or
may not be noticeable for years.
Symptoms of decline can include:

Excessive leaf discolouration
(yellowing, purpling or
browning);

Excessive leaf damage (from
Insects);

Abnormal leaf loss;

Abnornal bark lesions,
cracking and shedding;
Holes in bark and wood
(from insects);

Build up of wood shavings
and/or soil around trunk
(from ants and termites);
Fungus growth on trunk or
branches;

Abnormal death of larger
limbs and branches;

New growth sprouting from
[ERIGCERI]e

Foliage over entire tree looks
